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We cannot examine the idea of death without the idea of the opposite of death, so we will have to examine the two ideas together because they are mutually defining.

In English, it is fairly obvious that ‘live’ and ‘love’ are related together, having only one letter different. Now, love has got an O in it where live has got an I in it, and just as in the Ancient Egyptian, the introduction of that letter I signifies the individuation of a human being, so in the word live the word is referring to an individual. Individuals live, but in love you embrace something more than your own self. So if we think about love we are thinking about binding together in some kind of inter-functional relationship more beings than one. We could live, in the sense of dedicate, each one of us, our energy to our own being, like a single particle rushing through space on some journey into the Infinite, but it would not be love unless we encountered another being and began an inter-functional relationship with it. So, we will use live for an individual in the process of self-development and love for some kind of inter-functional binding relationship between more than one being. Two or more are involved in the act of love. The opposite of death, generally is life. You do not tend to think that the opposite of death really is love but that is what we are going to take it tonight.

The opposite of death is Love. Live with the I instead of the O could mean death and we will see how. Death means disintegration, the final proof of death is that you fall apart. You probably know that a fairly large number of people annually are buried alive by mistake, and every time you dig up….you are nodding your head, Ghreta, every time you dig up the local cemetery to make a new motorway, you find lots of beings in coffins, hammering away! The estimation is about somewhere between two and three thousand per annum in Britain. Interesting isn’t it? I remember when I was a child, my mother said, “Don’t forget to put hot needles under my nails to make quite sure I’ve gone.” I said, “It doesn’t matter because under hypnosis you can have hot needles under your nails while you are alive without feeling it; so it is not a fair test.”  The only really fair test about death is corruption, absolute and complete corruption. You must definitely fall apart. Otherwise you could be kidding.
  
An aunt of my mother’s, being loaded into the hearse, one of the bearers, having shorter legs than the other three, the corner of the coffin hit the edge of the hearse and there was an immediate cry from within. Of course, naturally they didn’t want to hear it but there were too many people standing about so they took her inside, opened up, and she lived fifteen years after that, to the great distress of everybody about. A very unhappy release! But she is only one and I could enumerate, if I had time, many authentic cases of that kind of thing. But it doesn’t last for long, it is rather interesting to note. If you do get buried alive, it is not for long that you mourn it. Because of the lack of air it takes a relatively short time, whereas if you are dead in life, you can suffer a very, very long time outside the coffin.

Let us define death as disintegration. The D in it signifies division. It also signifies a door. The D, the fourth letter in the alphabet, comes from an original drawing of a door. Death is a door. It is not an end, absolute, chop, finish, annihilation. It is a door from one state of being into another, and we are going to follow this argument through carefully.     (05.37)

You all know, having done your O levels in the Twentieth Century, that matter is energy. Matter is energy. It is not made of irreducible Nineteenth Century particles, unbreakable. The word ‘atom’ is a misnomer. Atom meant ‘uncuttable’. There are no uncuttables. There are no 


irreducible particles. So, when we think about division, we have to think about division in a very different way from the way a materialist thought about it in the Nineteenth Century, or even going back to the Greeks, the way Democritus, Leucippus, thought about it. They thought, - at least they tried to think, they couldn’t, but they did their very best, because you know how persistent men are when they get the bit between their teeth, when they get an idea they will flog it along the road as far as it will go, and the idea was quite simple, - the human intellect works on an either or mechanism. It is of the nature of the intellect to consider a pair of ideas and to say either this or that. And one of the earliest things propounded, several thousand years ago, was that reality is either a continuum or is made of discontinuous particles. Let us think about it. Discontinuous particles you can easily imagine, take billiard balls, take ball bearings, reduce them mentally smaller and smaller and smaller, until you have lots and lots of tiny, little ball bearings. Call them, if you like, primary particles. This is an intellectual act. It is not something that any one can actually do in the laboratory, it is done in the mind. If you like to call your mind a laboratory, that is all right, but if by laboratory you mean one of those actually, physically-existent rooms where people go and cut things to pieces, then this cannot be done. No one has located, no scientist has found a single, primary particle. They have thought, they have not found. What they have found is something quite different. They have found a behaviour probability. Now, behaviour probability is hardly a physical, material entity is it? A behaviour probability, a probability of a certain kind of behaviour, that sounds very abstract, but the behaviour is of energy.

Now if we believed in the little ball-bearing type view of the universe, we will call that the granular aspect of reality. The ancient Persian name for that was ahriman, if you like to spell it it’s A H R I M A N, ahriman, granularity, it is the view, the doctrine, that ultimate reality is made of particles of some kind, which are eternally separate and cannot be further reduced, you cannot break them down, and this is an intellectual construct, it is nothing that any one has ever found. It is an idea of a possibility, it is not an actuality, and in straight opposition to this was the other idea of the continuum. If you would like an image of a continuum then you could take the image of the ocean as you see it, when it is not breaking up in waves, which curl over and become spray. If it becomes spray you could think about granularity, you could think about little particles of water, little droplets. But before the spray occurs you see undulating mass of water, never mind what the physicists said, in the Nineteenth Century, that water was made of little particles which were reducible to some elements in an atomic scale, that was not true, the H2O view was a simple convenience, but think of the movement of the water, think of it not breaking into spray, think of it undulating, and think of it as a continuum. A continuum is something that continues, goes on and on with no breaks. The M at the end of it signifies a substance but the substance does not signify separated particles. We have to get these two concepts quite clear, the idea of a particular universe, a universe made of particles which are totally separate which were called atoms. But unfortunately, the atom was split, and there were protons and neutrons, mesons, electrons, and so on, all these different so-called bodies, which on examination turned out to be behaviour probabilities of energy. They were energies.     (11.30)

Now the same physics that was trying to believe in this, also taught that energy is indestructible. Now, if the particle was supposed to be indestructible and it turned out that the particle is energy, and the energy is indestructible, then we have to get a new concept. Now the concept that energy is quantised, that is called ‘quantum theory’ that energy is necessarily quantised, that it is granular, and that each little particle of energy, little packet of work possibility, is there, on its own, separate from others, this view of reality, the idea that even energy is in little packets, if 

those little packets were discrete, were like little balls, like little ball-bearings, we will have the same problem that we had with the atoms. Now at one time, when they talked that there were unbreakable particles, they had the problem, how do the particles cohere together in the mineral world, in the plant world, in the animal, in the human world, how do they manage to hang together? Some very naive thinkers said well they have little hooks on them, and they made little models actually, they made little bearings and they put little hooks on them, then they put them on a tray and shook it and they found that sometimes, the hooks actually caught on to each other. They immediately said, “Aha, the beginning of integration, our hypothesis is correct.” But the more they examined this the more ridiculous it became because in the living beings, this hooking-on process goes through various highly complex developmental stages. If you think of an ovum of a living being and a sperm, coming together and co-operating and developing from that form, through various primitive forms until it finishes up as a modern baby, think of the complexity of the hooking-on process to account for that regular development in millions and millions and millions of lives. The hypothesis would not hold together. Even if you said the particles were really energy quanta, little packets of energy, still they had to hold on to each other to produce a highly complex organism like a living, human being. Think, therefore, that the energy quantum is a behaviour of a field of power.     (14.21)

Now when we talk about a field we mean ‘a zone of influence’, a zone in which, if you put something, something will happen that does not happen somewhere else, and think to yourself that the zone of influence, say of the Solar System, is such, that a force of some kind goes right through it and is powerful enough to hold all the planets in their orbits. That in fact all the planets that go round the Sun, are held by mysterious invisible force and constrained to go round in those orbits. Extend this to include the galactic system, the whole star system, the universe itself, think of that as a great Cosmos, an orderly system of power. Then think to yourself, if we view this power as not made of particles, then all the phenomena, all the behaviours, all the events, all the beings that occur in it, must be viewed as modalities of that power. Now, science, in viewing energy, is forced to think, that energy, as such, is indestructible. You can des-struct, that is, undo the construction of something only if it is made of separate quantities, either old-style atoms or new-style quantities of energy. You cannot des troy unless the thing has been troyed. You cannot subject a thing to destruction unless it has first been constructed, and the struct part and the strict part means to impose a restriction. A restriction on what? On the field of energy under consideration.

Think therefore, as clearly as possible, that you have two views of reality. One is the discontinuous view, and because the letter R vibrates, we will say, let the letter R represent the vibratory, discontinuous process, and let the letter L represent the continuum view, put the two together and you have the word ‘real’. What is real is necessarily, a continuum, the L function, modalising, that is producing apparent differentiation, the R function. Reality is that which differs as a modality of that which does not differ. That which does not differ is the L; that which does differ is the R. Now the R there corresponds exactly with the ahriman of the Persian ancient religion and the L function corresponds with the concept of the endless, the boundless, the akarana, the non-discrete, the non-created. Remember the word ‘create’ means to arc, to draw a circle, and that a thing is not created until you put a binding line round it; that if you consider power without lines round it, then you can consider the non-create. Using A, privative alpha, the letter A before a word as in a-social, a-moral, the A means ‘not’. Amoral, not moral, asocial, not social, using karana, from kra, to create this continuous process, meaning a creating process of a continuous binding or arcing, put the letter A before it, a-karana, A KA RA NA. That means the not-created power, and as create means draw a circle round it, then the created is in the realm of the letter R, it is in the realm of the discrete, it is in the realm of the particle. In so far as you have a body, which is distinguishable from the body of the person next to you, you are functioning like the letter R signifies, you are differentiating from the other bodies.     (19.26)

Now, think to yourself, there is an infinite ocean of power represented by the L, that this infinite ocean of power is intelligent. Its symbol is light. Then think, that this light, bending through space, like a serpent, is creating in its wave motions, which intersect because it is travelling through itself in all directions, it is creating apparent points of intersection, the intersection of waves apparently produce points. You probably notice that if you sit on the end of a jetty near the sea, and watch the waves coming in, waves might bounce against the jetty, bounce against the boat, be reflected from the jetty and the boat and where these reflected waves cross, you suddenly see a vortex appear, a spin, and it travels about in the water like a little entity on its own. Now it is not really an entity on its own is it? This is the most important thing we can understand, it is not a real entity in itself, on its own. It is a behaviour, which appears to us to be on its own. We see a vortex spinning and it is travelling through the water and it might travel through another space between the boat and the jetty and encounter some other vortices from other articles in the water.  And all these little zones of vortical spin can behave as if they were entities, but they are not entities and nobody believes they are entities. They believe that the water is spinning. 

Now, if we could remember that there are no entities whatever in total reality, other than illusory ones exactly of the same order as those little vortical spins. If you could see your bodies under the appropriate type of instrumentation, you would find that every part of your body is spinning, it is simply energy spinning. Electrons spin round your protons and all these are spinning in their own peculiar ways, and if they did not spin they would not exist. To exist and to rotate are the same thing. If you don’t rotate, you don’t exist. 

Now here we have the continuum L, the discontinuous appearance R, but the R is only a vibration of that  which is signified by the L. Now your tongue is called a ‘lingua’, isn’t it? It is a linker. Say the letter L and wipe the roof of your mouth with a luh and then just do this very rapidly, rrrrrrr and now you see immediately, that differentiation arises in your mind when you do that trilled R, but when you do the L it seems as if you are joining something, luuuuuh, can you feel that conjoining, that hanging on, luuuuuh. Feel the difference between the L, which means to conjoin, and therefore to belong to the continuum, and the vibrated R which means to create differences. Now we are going to use this letter L for life and love, and the letter R we are going to use for disintegration, equals death. If the R triumphs you fall to bits. If the L triumphs then you capture and hold a zone of power.

[image: ]Now let us consider the continuum is power and this power is sentient. Sentient means that it feels itself, power actually feels itself to be power. Now if it kept absolutely still it would feel still, if it moves, it feels motion. If it moves in a wave-form, it feels on the bend, a tension process.     (24.27)

 Let us have a look. If we got a piece of rubber and bent it like this, in the act of bending that piece of rubber we have compressed the inner curve and stretched the outer curve. That is most important to remember. When we bend a thing in that way, we produce a zone of positivity inside the curve, and a zone of extensibility or stretch on the outside of the curve. That means to say if we got this rubber and bent it right round into a circle, like this, then the centre of it would be positive and all round it, it would be negative or stretched all the way round. Now the positive means that you 

posit or put something there. Po sit, this sit is the same base, funnily enough, as stand. S T sta, to stand and sit are the same word. You sit and stand by simply taking up a place and compressing the energy into that place. But in the act of the compressing the energy, you have taken energy from the environment to posit it. You push energy towards a centre and you are taking the energy from the surrounding environment in order to posit it. We have said before that there are a pair of opposite ideas in any idea that you care to consider. We see that if we posit a particle, or a complex of particles, which we call a body, a zone of intensification of power, at the very moment we do so, we have done two things. We have brought into existence, into manifestation, something that was invisibly extended in the field of power, but we have also isolated it from the surrounding field. So if we have an intensification zone of a field of power, we have produced, apparently, a being, an existential entity, posited it in the field and abstracted the power from round it. Now we have said that all power feels itself, it is sentient, there is no non-sentient power. So, if this power concentrates itself, contracts onto a centre, it contra acts with itself in the contraction and in this process it becomes aware of itself as an existent felt entity, but round it, it is feeling an exhaustion of space. There seems to be less energy round it than there is posited in its being so it will tend to treat the exhausted space around it as a vacuum, as a void, as free space in which it can move. Let us be quite clear about that, that if we contract energy, we feel intensification of existential being, but also, we also feel around it, voidity. So we have brought two things into being, simultaneously. We have gained the existential reference point but we have lost being awareness around it.  We gain and lose simultaneously. You would not think a simple thing like that would occur in the Book of Genesis and that because of it God would say, “Don’t presume to say what is good and what is evil, because what you are now calling good, namely existing, is depriving the field around you and making it look like empty space when it isn’t.”     (29.30)


Now, remember a continuum has no parts; it is not made up, not composed of discrete, separate particles. It is pure power with no gaps. So if ever there is an apparent appearance of an entity, separate, it can only be a behaviour of the energy in that place. So if you then converge power, remember power is sentient, to converge power is to converge consciousness, to contract power is to contract consciousness, and it is to distract from the environment. In the act of positing, you are emptying the surrounding space of modalisations of contractions. You are not removing the continuum, because that is impossible. The continuum is unbreakable because it is not made of parts. You can only break that which is made of parts. You can only destroy that which was constructed.

When we look at these two ideas carefully, we see a peculiar thing, that what we call life, is death, and what we think is death, is life. When we look at a being that is supposed to be alive, we are looking at behaviour of power, quite complex. If we see a human being like Daniel Barenboim is going to hammer the klavier tonight, and misconduct himself in between, and in this process of high complex activity a lot of people will say, “Marvellous, what a lively fellow. How very intensely he plays!” Intensely. But we are going to show that this kind of behaviour is a kind of death, because in the act of constraining himself to concentrate in that way, there are an infinity of other things that he is not doing at that moment, and to those things he is dead. Now we use this word dead and this letter D to signify ‘to be divided’, ‘to be disintegrated’. If you concentrate very hard on any one thing to the exclusion of other things, you say, in ordinary language, you are dead to the other things, the things you are not thinking about. You are divided from them and for you they don’t exist. So when we concentrate to produce an entity there, we say look, here is a new being, a new baby has arrived and this new baby is now what we call alive. It is now working for its own development, it is L V, it is working for its own 

development and we say it is alive. But that same being, has come down from a state of extended power where it actually had a wider consciousness than it now has. To get into a physical body, to live in a physical body, is to have a contracted, reduced consciousness. You have less not more when you are focussed on your physical body. Now it is obvious that it must have had some utility to the continuum, which is Power, Sentience, and therefore Infinite Intelligence, to make these modalities that we call physical bodies. It has made them for the very simple reason. By means of these bodies, or zones of contraction, it makes itself aware of its own extension.     (33.59)

Now we have a word there, Brahman, and this is a word that comes from a word meaning to ‘stretch out’ or to ‘extend’, and we have a word here, Jiva. This one means the extended power, the non-condensed (Brahman) and this one (Jiva) means the individually condensed spot. This (Jiva) is called your individual or egoic, empirical self, and this one (Brahman) is your infinity of consciousness non-contracted. Now you observe that this Jiva, this individuated self, is a point of condensation within an infinite field of power. Now, who has the greater advantage, the one with the finited closed-down consciousness or the one with the extended consciousness? Well the answer to that is, that there is no advantage other than to the extended one when it contracts itself to fulfil its own purposes. Remember we have to learn to think dialectically, that is, in pairs of opposites. We must recognise that that individual contraction of power there, (in the diagram) would be meaningless unless we had this emptied zone round it for it to move in. But the emptied zone is not emptied of continuum power it is simply emptied of contractive operation. Here is this centre filled with contractive operation and around it there is no contractive operation but there is the continuum. But, the continuum is intelligent, the continuum is Sentient Power. It can feel this concentrated bit moving about inside it and it can create gradients inside itself to make quite sure that that contracted one moves in a certain direction.

Now let us have a look at this circle a moment and consider it. I have drawn a circle here to symbolise any zone under consideration by consciousness. You have a consciousness. You can focus that consciousness onto that circle and you can consider it. You can also do various mental operations with it. You can imagine it smaller and you could say,  I could have drawn it only so big. Or I could have drawn it so big, or so big. You could have done this reducing process, making it smaller mentally, mentally smaller and smaller. And the way you would do it would be quite simply defining it by a mental act in which the will deliberately posits an idea of a closed zone and then posits the idea of its reduction of size. This is an operation in consciousness. Now we can do that with any circle whatever.

[image: ][image: ]And if we can do that with any circle, we could do that with any two circles or any three, or any number whatever. Here we have got two circles and we can look at this one, we will call it A, and this one we will call B, and.we can look at A circle and we can ignore B. We can look at B and ignore A. We can also, quite deliberately, although certainly I did not draw it, because I drew two circles, the space between. And in the space between we put that Greek letter that we spell like that, Psi letter, it signifies the zone of contested authority.      (38.22)

Now, remember authority, from author, author from a- u- tor, where the A is the Absolute, the U is His power and the thor in it means the law that He sets up. He, the Absolute Consciousness, The Infinite, by His power, sets up a law inside Himself. He is an author au-tor. Consider, therefore, that when you do this act, this mental act of looking at a complex structure like that, we have taken one circle which is fairly easy to handle and we have overlapped it with another 

one and we have given rise to a shape in between, which I will now abstract and draw separately, and the early Christians used to draw that shape, and they called it the vesica piscis or fish’s bladder. If anybody wanted to know why they were carrying it about or wearing it, they said it is a fish’s bladder. Now, very, very often people say to you, “What is it?” and you say, “It is a humperdinck from Honolulu,” they go away satisfied, because as long as their ears are rattled, they think they know something about it. Funny that. 
“Where did you get that thing from?"
“Oh, my friend, Billy Bloggs gave it to me.”
They immediately get a picture of Billy Bloggs. They have never seen him but now they know where it came from. They rest happy, identified, “We are now safe.” Would you believe that this is the cause of all the universe’s troubles there is, seizing on a thing, identifying it, naming it, fixating it in the mind and thinking you are safe? Think of that. Isn’t it funny, you look at something, you say, “What is it?” Somebody says, “It is so and so,” and if they don’t you say, “It is probably a fufuffle,” and as soon as you say that magical word you feel, “Thank God, I know what it is. I can now get on with my dinner.”  It is a terrible thing to do but we do it daily.

We take a zone. Well what is it? There it is.  Did I draw a zone or did I do a letter O, out of the alphabet. Now the moment I ask you that question, what happens in your mind? Can you feel it oscillating between the idea that it is a zone and the idea that it is the letter O. Supposing I tell you that it is actually a drawing of an old lady’s wedding ring, not very well done. The mind now considers that, plus zone, plus – and we can call it anything. It is actually a peephole in the back door to make quite sure that the wife is not about when you are [image: ]creeping in and out. It could be anything, but you have to interpret it and you have to say something about it to still the mind. And why do we have to still the mind? Because the mind is a function of power and power is forever doing things. Power is always at it, power is always functioning. It can function in large, it can function in small, but it never does nothing, not even when it is profoundly asleep. It is up to all kinds of plotting trickery in its depths of sleep. Power, by its very nature, tends to formulate, tends to manifest.      (42.29)


Now, if we say to ourselves there are two zones here, that means to say that we have mentally decided there are two zones. This circle represents one zone we call A, and this one represents another zone called B, and the one in the middle we put the psi letter in and it means, contested zone, a zone in which the authority of A and the authority of B may clash, because you might have a preference; you might prefer A and I prefer B. My friend Arthur and my friend Betty may actually sleep in the same bed, and they might contest about where the middle of the bed is. It would be a psi-zone in the middle of the bed. “You have got too much bed, perhaps, too many blankets, my knees are out on my side,” and we start a debate. Now if A concentrates on the intention of A without reference to B, and B concentrates on the intention of B without reference to A, we can have very great turbulence in that psi-zone. And this turbulence on the large scale is an international war.

Think then, that if we want to avoid the disintegration, because what happens when A formulates its own scheme without reference to B, and B formulates without reference to A, then it will be extremely unlikely that their non-considered activities will be identical, then, in the psi-zone, forces are at war, so that the L function is displaced by the R function. The vibration, the conflict of the energy of A and B which are disparate, are making this being shake. Now if the shake gets so big, that it actually obscures the intention of A in A’s mind, and the intention of B in B’s 


mind, then the consciousness that was focussed on A, and the consciousness that was focussed on B, can actually focus on the vibratory function in the psi zone. That is, the war can become more important than their original purposes. That is very interesting. A nation can be so busy trying to find out a nice bit of cadmium to mix with its steel and another nation can come to the same territory for the same little commodity, and they can start trying to get it, and then start their disagreement, and then the disagreement, as we say these days, escalates, and the battle may become so great that they actually forget what they came for. This can occur on an international scale, it can occur in a gentleman’s club, it can occur in a family, but it can also occur inside an individual human being if that individual has more than one idea. (Break in recording)

If an individual has more than one idea and these ideas are disparate, if they cannot be made to harmonise, the energy, because an idea is energy, the energy can fight the other energy inside the mind of an individual. And the result is that the R function, the vibratory function, begins to dominate until the person actually breaks down, first in the field, the biofield, then the vibration can break down organs, tissues, and can break down the actual so-called physicality, which is only a behaviour of energy anyway. It can break it down into the condition called ‘disease’ and it can carry on with this break-down process to the ultimate disintegration which we call death.     (47.13)

So, if there is a disparity of ideas or a disparity of feeling or a disparity of wills, if you have a plurality of wills inside you, this disparity can kill you if you don’t resolve it. Now, it can kill you locally, that is, in one part of your body, or it can kill you all over. It is possible to have so many conflicts dispersed over the body, that you actually begin to disintegrate all over instead of in a particular organ. So that you can have a kind of process in which the whole body, all the cells in the blood, are in a state of disintegration. You might call it a kind of leukaemia, a kind of blood cancer as opposed to the cancer of a particular organ. But the cause is always the same; disparity, quarrelling of energies.

We see that here, that death, that is disintegration, is caused by disparities focussed upon without reference to each other. If this A insists on being A and this B insists on being B and they do not compare notes to see whether it is possible to do that on the overlap zone of their relation, such a vibration of energy will occur that it will actually disrupt the bio-magnetic field of both their beings. You can see the rationale of “Turn the other cheek,” and “Forgive your enemies,” because, if you don’t, you have got a disparity inside your own being. You are not just getting your own back on the other person, you are getting it on you, because as long as you have an image in your mind that is disparate with another image, then that vibration must occur, because energies that operate without being harmonised fight each other, and the fight is that vibratory process, and if you vibrate your tongue, very hard, you will find that it will give you that feeling as if you will disintegrate. And if you have been in a little, overpowered motor boat, going very fast, you will feel the shaking of that boat and many an old tramp has fallen to pieces through engine vibration. Vibration can smash the walls of a sonic testing laboratory simply by sound vibrating the walls. Even low frequencies can crack two or three feet of concrete. Vibration destroys, therefore we have to cut down the disparities.     (50.25)

Now, how do we do that? We have to find some mode of a binding concept to tie these together. We have to find a method whereby A and B can modify their behaviour, such that in the psi zone created by them, the vibration is not excessive. We can’t allow it to go beyond a certain intensity because, if it does, the propagation of the waves of energy from that place will shake to pieces 

what you call your cells, the tissues of your being. Death, therefore, is the product of a disparity. We will come back to that in a moment. Life, therefore, is a product of the solution of a disparity, and love is that which binds, finds the binding concept, that allows these different behaviour patterns somehow to be harmonised.

[image: ]Now here we have got three circles, overlapping, bound with a larger circle to remind us we think, we feel and we activate, or will. We think, we feel, we activate. Now the average person does not become conscious of the idea in his mind sufficiently clearly to remove the disparities. He does not take a clear attitude, ‘I like’ or ‘I dislike’. He has not got a strong ‘yes’ or a strong ‘no’, clearly put and kept separate so that he can see them, and he has not got only one will. Now if you have many ideas and you remember ideas are energy and you remember that energies are sentient, that is, they feel themselves, then if you have a number of ideas which are disparate, you have a number of feelings that are disparate, that is, you are actually, emotionally at war with yourself. And if you are emotionally at war with yourself there is a vibratory process going on and this vibratory process will shake you to pieces, first emotionally, and then gradually it will invade your tissues until your tissues break down, and when they break down thoroughly then you are called dead. Now when they have broken down, all the energy that was held together by the big concept of relationship that we call love, the concept that allows you to work for the development of the inter-relations of all the beings, instead of just one of them, when this concept is operative, there is a holding together of a super idea which allows all the other ideas to inter-relate.(54.03)

Let us examine what happens. At the level of thinking, if you have an idea of anything whatever and you do not define its implications, it is probable that that idea will have some disparities with another idea you have. Let us take an example of the idea of a woman who has a child, of two, three, whatever number, a woman with a child. She has an idea that she is a mother. She also has an idea that she has got a child. That is O.K., because they mutually define each other. A mother can only be a mother if there is a child, and a child can only be a child if it has a mother. So those two are quite harmonious. Then there is another idea; Mother knows best for baby. Now, there is a slight disparity beginning to appear immediately. Does Mother know best for baby? In order to know best for baby, she would have to know baby inside out. And not only baby as it looks now but baby as it is in the evolutionary process of total humanity. Now I don’t know many individual mothers who would actually say, “I know best, absolutely.” They might say, “I know best when bedtime is,” in the late summer evenings when the baby is obviously overtired and is about to cry through too much excitement, it is time to go to bed. The mother knows best. But the baby does not think that the mother knows best, the baby thinks that the baby knows best. So here is a disparity between the mother and the baby.

Now unless some mode is devised, and generally it has to be devised by the parent rather than the baby, there will be the set up of a vibratory energy which will begin to disturb their emotional field and then their emotional fields will begin to vibrate the actual fields of the individual cells that constitute the body and the body will begin to fall apart in some degree. And if there is no true awareness of what is happening and if the mother became an authority for what is right and the baby became highly reactive because it was not right for that baby at that moment, and if there was no explanation, the psi zone between them will become highly disruptive and you could be easily on the way to a childhood so-called, illness, or to a mother’s neurosis, just through the disparity.    (57.06)


Now inside the individual human being you have records of ancestral experience, and you had two parents, a mother and a father, and your mother had a mother and a father and your father had a mother and a father. But the ideas of the father and the feelings of the mother, in history, except on the most extraordinary occasions, have never been made harmonious, they have never even been discussed. How many people do you know whose mother and father have actually sat down together and discussed, in detail, to the point of producing absolute congruence and similarity of purpose, an idea that both agree to fulfil. Now if they don’t agree to fulfil an idea in all its details, because it means not only the idea but the means to the realisation of the idea, if there is a disparity between the mother’s and the father’s view, or, even worse, if they refuse to discuss it, and then they have a child, then the child, whose protoplasm is a portion of the father’s and a portion of the mother’s, is already disparate in its records. There is no conversation occurring inside the child, of agreement, if in fact, the mother and father did not agree.

Now we know it is a fact, that every living being is a piece of protoplasm surviving which was cut out from the mother’s and father’s body and therefore the living human being is the surviving protoplasm of the totality of its ancestors. Now if you had two parents, each of whom had two parents, each of whom had two parents, backwards, you can see a great net of forces going out. And you can say, then, that the individual human being is highly complex. It is not yet a unity. It is a warring mass of disparate ideas, disparate feelings and disparate will. Now if this disparateness persists, then the vibratory processes inside that apparently single organism, will destroy it, rather sooner than later, either in bits or altogether. Either with a little local breakdown spread over years, or with a generalised breakdown which causes total collapse and disintegration, death.


Now, how is this human being, who is such a disparity, to make himself live again? He has to turn the letter I into the letter O. because when you take the I, that is that circle there, the dot, there is its little Hebrew equivalent, that is the letter Yod, a jot, which Christ says will not pass away till all is fulfilled; there is your individuality. In English you would write it: the dot on top of the letter i. Really the dot is the letter i and the straight line underneath it is to indicate that it is really there and is not simply a piece of dirt on the manuscript.     (1.01.05)

Now, think to yourself, if we cannot, somehow, embrace all these disparities, we are going to fall apart, it is inevitable. If we gather a highly complex structure together made of bits, which are non-congruent, which are disparate, they are necessarily at war and they are galloping rapidly towards the grave. Now as they have been posited by the Field, which is a continuum of Sentient Power, then the Field had a purpose in bringing them together. The purpose of the Field was to produce a harmoniously self-conscious zone of activity, of feeling, and of thought, these three being in perfect harmony. But we have to convert, focus on the letter I, myself as a separate finite being, onto the letter O. We have to turn live into love. “I must live,” must be displaced by, “I will love. I will embrace all the disparities.”

Now how do we actually embrace disparities if they are there? We have a thing called ‘tolerance’, to embrace something. Look at the word tolerance, the tol in it means ‘lord’, it means control, but not control by force; it means control by understanding. How are you going to convert I, the ego, into O, all of us? Live becomes love if you allow all beings are pursuing the same goal. And the goal is an ultimate reflexive state in which the being is able to co-operate 



with another being intelligently because each being has transcended the disparities that were bequeathed to it by certain historical, evolutionary processes that were not properly understood.

Now we have an interesting thing about people who die and about people who were nearly dead, and people who fell out of aeroplanes or off cliffs or who were drowned. I’ve had several cases of accidental death like that, being resuscitated later by artificial respiration, and they have told me remarkably similar things. That when they were in that state, before the resuscitation started, they were enjoying themselves so intensely that they did not want to come back and they became very angry with the people who were giving them the artificial respiration. Imagine, you fall of a cliff and you have not yet hit either the beach or the sea, and while you are going down, what happens to you? Now, you contemplate. If the thing is very sudden you find, first of all coming up, refusal to die. You don’t like the idea and there is a contraction occurs in you. You can try this if you like, by throwing yourself off any cliffs that happen to be near where you live, arranging a safety net beforehand! You will get the sensation as you are going through the air, even at a relatively slow fall, and a not too high drop. You will find, first of all, refusal to die comes into you. Then, anger at the thought that you are going to die because you have been so busy doing things, this damned death is going to interrupt you. Following the anger comes depression, following the depression, acceptance, and following the acceptance, looking forwards. Now if you are in a quick thing like a car crash, this kind of thing can flash through very quickly. “No, no, not me,” you say, refusal of the death, anger, “Just when I was on my way to a party, of all things.” Then depression, “I won’t get there,” then, “It was a lousy party any way,” acceptance, and then, “I wonder what is going to happen next?” We have these five stages that occur and we are going to examine these in relation to dying, living and loving.    (1.06.19)

Observe, first of all, denial, refusal. When we were in the extended state, the Brahmanic state, that is Sentient Power was spread out Absolutely and Infinitely, we were in a state of uninterrupted motion of power. Uninterrupted motion of power is called ‘bliss’, that is the Nirvana of the Buddhists. Bliss means let loose, I’m following myself in my own inclinations absolutely, without impedances. I am an Infinite Sentient Power and I am going through myself with my consciousness, infinitely, with no impedances. I’m in a state of bliss. While I am going along in this state of bliss, I discover that because I am going in all directions, where my all directions intersect, a little spin tends to set up, because forces in opposition produce rotation. A zone of spin occurs, and the moment that spin occurs you can feel your bliss reducing, so, you tend to refuse it. This is very interesting. Nietzsche would be delighted with this one because when you tend to refuse it, what do you think you do? You tend to try to hold it so that it does not spread. That is, you contract consciousness onto the very thing that you are denying. Observe that. The thing you refuse, individuation, the thing you don’t like because it interrupts your bliss, the mere fact that you become aware of it tends to make you focus on it, and the focussing on it tends to shut you down into a state of denial. The denial becomes more important than the bliss. “I’m not going to have this damned localisation! I won’t, I won’t. I’ll smash it.”  You pass from the state of refusal of that vortex, which means you have come into existence, to the state of rage at the idea of being pinned in that vortex, and then, more energy is piled into that local zone because of your intense determination to smash it. Instead of accepting your existence as something which appeared in this Infinite Power which is the bliss, which you were enjoying as Infinite Bliss, the moment you become aware that this zone is restricting you, you tend to refuse it. The moment you refuse it, you pile energy into it and the energy of the refusal produces the vibration. In yoga, that state of the energy vibrating is called raja. It is a vibratory process in which you try to assert what you were doing again, but now by effort. When you were in a state of bliss you were not making any effort at all. You were just letting yourself go along and it was 

very beautiful. But now, you are determined to smash the opposition. But the more energy you pile into it, the more individuatedly you live. You are in the L I V now. The L means that you have bound yourself, the I means you are an ego individual. That is the I in the Jiva. The J there is an affirmative, ‘stress the point’. You converge upon that, “I will subdue this zone, this vortex, this interrupting my bliss. I will get hold of it. I will choke it. I will bring it to nothing by my intention to destroy anything that destroys my bliss.” But the more energy you pile into that zone to make it live, the more it vibrates, the more it gets out of control, until you become aware that you cannot make that egoic zone obey you and give up and let you fall into your bliss.   (1.11.29)

What you have done is made a mistake. You have forgotten that when you become concentrated, consciousness is a catalyst. The power that you put in induces greater and greater vibration, and so you are a self-defeating energy system. So, you become depressed, you cannot win.

So the anger against this zone appearing, its former bliss, has degenerated into self-commiseration. “Why should this happen to me?” Then, after that dies down, you realise you can’t do anything about it. It begins to soak into you if you can’t do anything about it, you will give up, you will stop trying, and you will begin to accept what is happening. But when you begin to accept, something peculiar happens. The energy input that you had to destroy the egoic vortex that had appeared, is reduced. But when it is reduced, the turbulation begins to die down. You start to feel the possibility of enjoying yourself again. You even think that not fighting is better than fighting. You begin to soak yourself in acceptance, and when you do this then the vibratory processes reduce more and more, the R gets smaller and the L gets larger, and you find you are back in the continuum. But you had a lesson here. The lesson is that if you put energy into anything whatever that appears in that Brahmanic extended field of Sentience, if you put energy into it to restrict whatever is there, you will superstress the Jiva. This means the affirmation of the individual developmental activity.

So this time you think to yourself, “Now, what will it be like if I encounter one of these vortex complexes which is the reference point for consciousness, the next time I will not energise it, I will watch it and see what happens.” You have now got two things: instead of the merely extended bliss, you have an individuated, moving, vortical centre, moving about but not fought. [image: ]It is allowed to move about. When you get to that stage, you discover amazing new emergents because your consciousness now, no longer fighting a particular battle on a particular zone, expands again and it becomes aware of other Jivas, other individual egoic structures moving about. And it begins to see that it can actually make patterns of inter-function, inter-relation with other beings. And we have a situation in which we have A, we have B, we have C, and we have a psi zone of AB, and one of BC and one of AC and we have a very complex one in the middle, of ABC, with all their inter-relations, and we have now, a consciousness looking on those three and allowing them to do whatever they feel like doing, and the consciousness, instead of contracting itself down to any one of those particulars, is watching those particulars from what we call a transcendental state of awareness. It simply transcends the egoic, contractive stage by letting go of the egoic, self-defeating, over-energising, expanding back into the field, and you then see more beings than you saw before, and if you remember what we said, the Field of Sentient Power can and does create gradients, and the egoic one the Jiva, does not know the gradient is there, does not know that it has been made by the continuum field, but moves along that gradient as if it wanted to.     (1.16.19)

Think how very interesting that is, because it means that an expanded consciousness of an enlightened human being could see lots and lots of purposes for other beings that were tied down by their egoic identification, and can see patterns of possibilities that the individual egos cannot see, and it can create gradients in, which will appear to the individual egos in it, as things to be done that are interesting. But, the gradients will have been introduced from above, from the transcendental level.

Now what happens if we examine this? When we did this contracted drawing and said we take this field of power and we press it onto itself, and this field of power then feels itself to be an egoic being and says, “I live,” and then it rushes about. And it is rushing about by deliberate distortion of its own form, and it is rushing about inside a field of Sentient Power, which it thinks is empty space, and it does not know that the gradients in the field that it feels as inclinations are created by the Field, but it is saying, “I live.” Now
compare that kind of consciousness, focussed down to the physical body. “I want my own way! I want to live!” Compare that with the expanded consciousness of another being who can see that, “I want to live,” see that so do millions of other people, and can make a situation such that all these different individuals are led into a situation where their egoic fight and struggle, vibrates them, remember they are saying, “I live,” each one, and each one is saying, “I must survive by fighting.” This is nature red in fang and claw,  it’s ‘blow you jack’, it is survival of the fittest, and so on. The over-looking consciousness of the more sensitive being can feel these purposes and can introduce gradients of feeling into the field which those individuals will pick up as their own inclinations. And this will mean perhaps that two Irishmen looking for a fight, will go to the same pub and meet each other. They do not know that they were led there because they both needed the same lesson.
  
In the same way, a woman with a certain kind of internal problem and a man with a certain kind of internal problem, will find certain gradients, and those gradients will result in the bringing together of those two beings. The inter-action of those two beings, the vibratory processes, will shake them up and make them examine themselves in various ways, and this is a process of psychological evolution, until eventually they will arrive at the necessity for the great compromise. They will learn tolerance. When they have learned tolerance they can go onto the next stage above tolerance, conscious, deliberate, reciprocal, creative inter-function.

Now if we say that the contractive process meant, “I live,” then that kind of living, egoic living, is really a death, because it isolates itself from the inter-function with other beings. But, that being identified in that way, calls all the space around it, empty space, with no intelligence, and it calls all the purposes of all other beings, if they are not harmonious with its own, rubbish, not to be bothered with, and it thinks they are not living. So this one that is concentrated on the egoic, finiting process, ‘I live,’ calls every other one that is saying ‘I live,’ in a different way, not really living.     (1.20.49)

I remember, years ago, a particular man asked me what I thought about Manchester United. I said, “Actually, I have not thought about them, because I did not know about them. I have never even been to a match.” And he said, “You are beyond the pale! I have nothing further to say to you,” and he has not spoken to me since! That is many, many many years ago and he counted me as dead to the subtleties of the football field. Now, no doubt I am, but I am not dead to the geometry of the possibilities of the football field, and I know that when they play best, they are playing according to certain principles, geometrical and dynamic, which they must obey if they are to play properly. And I feel deeply inside me, if I happen to catch out of the corner of my eye on the T.V., a fairly aerial view of a football field, the geometry of the players rushing about, and 

I see it as a universal proposition. It is a distribution of energy. I don’t care who is winning, who is losing, I’m very interested in pattern.

The man that prefers United to win rather than City has a problem of disparity with another fellow. I actually know a gentleman who is a supporter of both sides and has awful trouble, because he gets tickets from both sides, free, and he dare not go in a box of the one without upsetting the ones in the other, and this costs quite a lot of energy balancing it out. Now I am released from that, so although I am dead to the game at that level, I’m alive to the geometrical possibilities, and in the same way, an individual who is not tied down to a particular ego consideration of a particularised private purpose, but can see the larger view, he is more alive, although he is counted as dead. Now, from this you can see the religious meaning of these expressions, ‘The living dead,’ and ‘The dead in life,’ and if you can, learn to kill the two kinds of death, the death that is disintegration into the originally extended form of bliss, and the opposite death, the death of ego identification. Two kinds of death, death by annihilation or dispersal of energy into the field, and death by ego concentration on a particular, private zone.     (1.24.00)

Now we said that when in the bliss state, that Brahmanic extended energy was going along, its forces going in all directions, interwove and where they intersected they produced a little spin, and that spin became a centre of reference which we call the individual egoic self. And we have said the first tendency of this free energy, rolling along, when it comes to such a spin zone, is to reject it saying, “I don’t want it.” This is very interesting, because it is absolutely basic to Christianity and the concept of the Incarnation. By Christianity I am not talking about sectarian churchianities. I am talking about the fundamental idea embodied both in the New Testament, and in the Old Testament. Christianity did not start a couple of thousand years ago. Christianity is in Cosmos.

Let us explain it, that the crist means a cross in a circle. The symbol of it is cross in circle. The German word kreis, KREIS, kreis a circle, plus T. Draw a circle and put a cross in it and you have got the primary symbol which is the symbol of original, eternal, Chrostianity before there was any empirical, individual talk about it in the Palestinian situation of nearly a couple of thousand years ago, this principle was taught in every major religion. And, when that ocean of bliss was going along, weaving its powers, and an intersection occurred, and a spin occurred, it seemed to the bliss that it was being impeded, and it tried to stop that vortical spin. But that vortical spin was the first point of individuation. The tenth letter in the Hebrew alphabet, the yod, is the principal letter symbolising the manifestation of God. Without this vortex there would be no individual pluralisation, and therefore no multiplication of appreciations of the bliss. The bliss would not be pluralised, it would simply be infinite. There would be no reciprocal relation within it of the individuated order, it would just be an infinitely flowing, non-individuated bliss, and its first reaction to it was rejection. So we have the text, “The stone that was rejected by the builders.” The builders were these original forces moving about in the Infinite, but in their intersection they made this little vortex. And then they did not like this constraint because it was not bliss. It was beginning to oscillate, to vibrate, to be uncomfortable, so they rejected it. But, in the act of rejecting it they piled energy into it to hold it down, and it seized the energy that they imposed upon it and it grew and it became the centre of human consciousness. It became the centre that was going to understand how to do two things simultaneously. That is, have the Brahmanic Infinite Bliss and have the particularised centre of reference pluralised throughout all space. The stone that was rejected is become the foundation of the Temple, that is, of the time-play. Temple means time-play. The stone that was rejected becomes the foundation of the Temple, the time-play. What we call time is based on having centres of reference, which we call 

physical bodies, through which we can make serial observations, and the serialisation of the process is what we call time. Now, if we identify only with the physical body in time, we are dead to the Infinite Life beyond it. But if we identify with the Infinite Bliss and refuse the individuated, we would be dead by annihilation of the individual. So we have to do both. (1.29.03)

[bookmark: _GoBack][image: ]To do this we have to write our mysterious word, love. It is always difficult to write this word; it won’t be written. And we have to put a little dot in the O. We have to be aware that the dot, the ego, is the centre of reference and at the same time, surround it with an ambiance, an awareness that there are other beings in space with similar points of reference, and that all of them are equally valid as centres of reference, and all of who can, by their inter-relations of feelings, of thoughts, of wills, can actually enrich each other’s processes in a universal interfunction. That would be pronounced not live, or love, but lerve.  You make a round mouth and put your tongue in the position for saying eu and go like that, “Lerve.” That would be, sounds rather sensuous does not it. Try it. Make a nice round mouth, and put an E in it. Lerve. It sounds quite warm. It has not got a narrowness in it of live. There is the egoic stress on live and the round love and you see how love is a little bit empty in the middle, although all-embracing. Let us make Love not war.

But where are we? We are in a bath of hot water, no doubt, not too hot, just hot enough to diffuse our edges, so that we can’t live, we suffocate. We see that in the original Brahmanic Power, at the level we call the Hexonic Field, all the possibilities of all conceivable beings were interpenetrating and overlaying each other in such a way that there was total interference, and nobody could do anything individually. If you let go of those interlocking circles, you lapse back into Infinite Bliss. If you concentrated upon any particular circle you focus yourself as an egoic being. But if you said this Infinite Bliss, by its intersections, has produced this egoic individuality, and this egoic individuality is the centre of separativity for separate functions, but it is really surrounded by a zone of life-force, love-force, interlocking with others, then you have three processes going on. The lowest, egoic individuation, the highest, Infinite Bliss, and between the (Recording ends here) two, and presupposed by both of them together, the zone of interfunction of living beings.

Then, live, love, laugh will be three levels of the same power. Laugh means the conjunction of powers disporting in the love relation of the living individuals.      (1.32.20)
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
